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INTRODUCTORY NOTES

1. The Forestry Bureau was reorganized in Feb. 16, 1960 from Taiwan Forest

Administration. Its dependent organizations originally include seven district offices,
namely Taipei, Hsinchu, Taichung, Tainan, Kaohsiung, Taitung, and Hualien together
with seven Logging Stations, such as Alishan, Taipingshan, Basianshan, Jhudong, Luanta,
Taroko and Mukuashan, which were reorganized and mingled with the above mentioned
seven forest district offices into 13 forest districts namely Wunshan, Jhudong, Dajia, Puli,
Luanta, Yushan, Nannung, Hengchun, Guanshan, Yuli, Mukua, Lanyang and
Dasyueshan. Of these 13 forest districts, in 1974, Dasyueshan Demonstration Forest
District was cut down and merge into F.B.. The Forestry Bureau has become a
government budgeted administrative agency since July 1, 1989. The original 13 forest
districts were reorganized into current 8 forest district offices named Luodong, Hsinchu,
Dongshih, Nantou, Chiayi, Pingtung, Taitung and Hualien. For forest resources survey
and aerial photogrammetry, this bureau, has set up the Aerial Survey Office. Following
the promulgation of the Provisional Statute for the Reorganization of Taiwan Provincial
Government, on July 1, 1999 the Bureau was placed under the central government as the
Forestry Bureau of the Council of Agriculture, Executive Yuan. For cultural
preservation and railroad operation, the Alishan Forest Railway and
Cultural Heritage Office,the 10th subordinate agency was established On
July 1, 2018.
